NEW VISA DEBIT CARD 
COMING

Tri-Town continues to improve our electronic 
services and this year we are changing our Visa 
Debit card to provide “real-time” updates to your 
account when you use your card.  This means 
that as soon as you make a purchase or a deposit 
to your account will be updated automatically.  In 
addition, with this new system, we will be joining 
the CU24 network, which provides surcharge 
free access to hundreds of ATM’s in our area.

To make the change-over work properly we will 
be canceling the old ATM and  Visa Debit cards 
at the end of May and members will be asked 
to use the new one starting June 1st.  Members 
who currently have our Visa Debit/ATM card will 
receive letters in March and asked to re-apply 
for our new card.  This will be a simple process 
but will give everyone the opportunity to review 
their account.   If anyone is planning to be 
away during the May/June time frame it will be 
important for them to be aware of this change 
and plan for it.  In addition, if any members who 
do not currently have our card are interested, 
please contact us so we may put you on the 
list for a new surcharge-free Visa Debit/ATM 
card.  In order to use this new card, members 
will need to have a checking account with us.

CREDIT CARD LAW TAKES 
EFFECT

The much awaited credit card “bill of rights” 
became effective on February 22, 2010.  The 

most noticeable changes are in the credit card 
bill you will receive.  The new format must 
show you how long it will take to pay off your 
balance if you only make the minimum pay-
ment and will also provide a toll free telephone 
number for debt counseling.   Another impor-
tant change that credit card companies were 
forced to do is to apply payments (over the 
minimum), to the items with the highest inter-
est rates first-such as cash advances.  With 
the exception of the new bill format, Tri-Town 
is proud to say that we have met the provisions 
of this bill long before they were envisioned.  
This is because we designed our card for 
our members’ financial needs, not for profit.  
During the last several months, credit card 
companies have been jacking up rates and 
especially fees because this law was about to 
take effect.  We are happy to report that our 
rates have gone down, not up and it will be a 
long time before our rates will change – be-
cause they are based on the prime rate, which 
has been stable and very low for some time.  
We encourage our members to take a closer 
look at what interest rates (annual percentage 
rates-APR) you are paying for purchases, cash 
advances and balance transfers.  Many com-
panies entice you to take their card with offers 
of balance transfers at low rates then increase 
the rate after a short time period.  In addition, 
most companies are charging up to 5% fees 
for balance transfers.  We are happy to report 
that you can transfer balances to our card with 
NO FEE.  Just bring in or send us you bill pay-
ment stub and we will pay the bill and transfer 
the balance to our card—it is that simple.  
We will be happy to review any credit card rates and 
disclosures, from any credit card company with you.
Here are our APR rates for purchases:

A CREDIT-7.95% 1st year, then 9.25% 
B CREDIT-8.95% 1st year, then 11.25% 
C CREDIT-10.95% 1st year, then13.25% 
D CREDIT-14.95% 1st year, then17.50%
