and some confusion. When I looked at 
my March Credit Card statement the new 
disclosures said that it would take eight 
years to pay the balance off by paying only 
the minimum monthly, but if I paid $140.38 
I would pay the loan off in only three years. 
When I looked at the minimum monthly 
payment amount it was $176.00! What I 
was reading was saying I would pay it off 
faster by paying less. That did not seem 
possible. As I thought about it, however, 
it does make sense. What the disclosures 
failed to mention was that the minimum 
monthly payment is based upon 4.0% of 

the balance due. As the balance due de-
clines, so does the minimum monthly pay-
ment. If I made the minimum payment and 
did not make any new charges, the next 
minimum payment due would be $171.00. 
Each month I did this I would be paying a 
smaller amount. This is what extends the 
payoff term. We have adjusted the wording 
of the disclosures to explain this beginning 
with the April statements. If you have any 
questions on this, or any other credit union 
matter, please feel free to call the office.
WHILE WE ARE ON THE SUBJECT OF 
THE NEW DISCLOSURES, they were 
designed to provide more information to 
consumers to enable to better understand 
their debt obligation. What has happened is 
some of our members have been shocked 
at the cost of credit card debt. This has led 
to many of our members opening Tri-Town 
Platinum VISA Rewards Credit Cards and 
transferring their balances. Our rates are 
lower, and we do not charge a balance 
transfer fee. Since the new disclosures were 
announced, we have been opening at least 
ten new accounts a month, thus saving our 
members money, plus providing rewards.
